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College Credit Options Meeting

Monday, February 6, 2017--  6:00 pm. in the Community Room

Information will be presented on the 4 ways students can earn college credit while in high school:

1. AP Exams

2. Articulated Credit

3. CLEP Test

4. College Credit Plus (CC+)—both at the high school and off-site

This meeting is mandatory for those wishing to take CC+ classes OFF-SITE at a local college next year (Wright State, Edison, etc.).

· Both the student and a parent must attend this meeting to be informed of the program advantages/disadvantages as well as procedures for scheduling to be eligible

· Attendance is required for students/parents who are currently taking CC+ if they plan to participate again next year

· Students taking CC+ classes only at our high school (through Rhodes State) are not required to attend—it is optional
· If you have a conflict with the meeting date/time, you must see Mrs. Kaiser PRIOR to the meeting to discuss other options
