Academy Nomination Applications (US Air Force, Military, Naval and Merchant Marine Academies) are due in September or October of your senior year.  It is a very prestigious honor to attend a military academy, and admission is highly competitive.

· Junior year is when the Academy application process truly begins. Students will start by filling out the Pre-Candidate Questionnaire, which becomes available online March 1 every year.

· Between March 1 of their junior year and December 31 of their senior year, students must also request nominations from a designated nomination category.

· Freshmen, Sophomores and Middle School students who will be graduating from high school between 2017 and 2021 may register for our Future Falcons Program (Air Force Academy). This program is designed for students in 6th grade through their first semester of their junior year.  Once they register, we will place their name in a database and send them periodic mailings. The mailings are designed to keep them informed about the Academy and updated on what they need to be doing to be competitive for an appointment to the Academy.

· Don’t wait too long to complete your applications!  You never know when school will be delayed or cancelled, so ask for letters of recommendation, transcripts, etc., well in advance!

· Obey deadlines!
57. FAFSA:  All seniors planning to attend college this fall should file the FAFSA online at:  www.fafsa.gov (Free Application for Federal Student Aid). 

58. Imagine America Scholarship for 2015 graduates:  FRHS can select up to three students to receive this $1000 scholarship—FRHS will award this to the first 3 eligible students who apply each year.  Only recent high school graduates who are qualified applicants and who meet the following recommended guidelines should apply: Likelihood of successful completion of postsecondary education, high school grade point average of 2.5 or greater, financial need, and demonstrated voluntary community service during the senior year   Students must plan to attend a “career college” (such as Lincoln Tech or Kaplan) to be eligible.
